  photographic	
  applications.

  diagrams	
  that	
  illustrate	
  the	
  methodology	
  
described.	
  	
  A	
  requirement	
  is	
  that	
  any	
  illustrative	
  photographs	
  accompanying	
  the	
  
article	
  be	
  of	
  professional	
  quality	
  in	
  content	
  and	
  execution.	
  	
  The	
  process	
  must	
  always	
  
be	
  the	
  means	
  to	
  an	
  end.	
  
	
  
A	
  variation	
  on	
  the	
  technical	
  article	
  features	
  one	
  professional	
  finished	
  print	
  and	
  
outlines	
  the	
  steps	
  in	
  its	
  creation,	
  including	
  creative	
  choices,	
  problems/solutions,	
  
methodology,	
  and	
  equipment/software	
  applications.	
  
	
  
To	
  begin	
  the	
  process,	
  submit	
  by	
  email	
  a	
  1	
  –	
  2	
  paragraph	
  proposal	
  for	
  a	
  
portfolio/article	
  or	
  technical	
  article.	
  	
  Include	
  with	
  the	
  description	
  3	
  –	
  5	
  images	
  and	
  a	
  
resume	
  or	
  short	
  bio.	
  
	
  
Payment	
  for	
  writers	
  for	
  photo	
  technique	
  is	
  $200	
  per	
  page	
  and	
  $350	
  per	
  cover	
  for	
  
most	
  submissions.	
  	
  Article	
  length	
  ranges	
  from	
  approximately	
  1,000	
  –	
  1,800	
  words.
